Cerulean Blue has a
beautiful velvet, light-absorbing surface with an
extremely strong covering power; the Siennas feel
slightly gritty due to the larger pigment particle
size. This grind allows light passing through
to expose rich golden mahogany undertones
instead of just heavy, dull browns.

Most Williamsburg pigments are milled in
pure, premium, alkali-refined linseed oil because
it is the most durable and flexible kind of oil.
